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Velo De Animas Master Proposal for Non-Motorized Area, East Glade Recreation Area
I) Entire East Glade from Top of Foothills to Hwy 574 to be closed to motorized use (see proposal map). Well site field service vehicles allowed, but only on designated access roads.

A) The BLM and State Land Office must meet with interested energy companies to validate necessary field service roads with the non-motorized area. All other roads, and two-track must be closed for reclamation. Field service vehicles must only use approved access roads, violators will be fined. 

B) New, prominent signage to be placed at all trailheads around the non-motorized area. Small signs will be placed along fence line boundary designating the non-motorized area.

C) Entire East Glade boundary must be fenced. Approved service roads at the boundary line must be gated and locked.

II) OHVs allowed to access West Glade via CR 3536 (Flora Vista Rd.)

A) CR 3536 must be lined with fence to keep OHVs from exiting road before getting to West Glade. Road crossings along CR 3536 must be limited to approved well access, and be gated at the main road.
B) Large Glade Recreation Sign to be installed on CR 3536 at Glade boundary explaining non-motorized area, map of area, and penalties for trespass.

III) OHV access trail built to circumvent the Montoya property at the west end of CR3536. Trail must be fenced until outside of East Glade boundary.
IV) In the following months after Glade management plan is approved, a heightened level of enforcement must be placed in the non-motorized area. The VdA expects acts of retaliation and disrespectful trespass by OHV enthusiasts in the short term. 
V) OHV trails will NOT enter the East Glade boundary.

VI) The VdA and other non-motorized user groups will cooperate to provide an enjoyable experience for all non-motorized users. This will include exclusive hiking trails, equestrian trails, and mountain bike trails. Trails will be prominently marked, and a new East Glade Trails map will be developed and updated over time.
VII) The VdA plans to build new mountain bike trails within the East Glade, in cooperation with the BLM and NM SLO. This will allow the Road Apple Rally mountain bike race route to be enclosed by the East Glade boundary, and the trails be protected from damage. The Road Apple Rally is the oldest continuously run mountain bike race in the USA. The VdA wants to bring back the quality of trails, and the mystic of this race. 
VIII) The XTERRA triathlon also uses the East Glade trails for the mountain bike portion of the race, and new singletrack trails will give the XTERRA competitors a better experience.
